Side Script. Any script that can be interacted with on a page, is not supported.

Migration of Created by and Modified by Metadata.

You can copy documents and many types of list items to a target machine that does not have the

Metalogix service installed, but the four edit information fields will not be preserved. The four edit

information fields are: Subported Yes

Created: The date and time that the list item was created. PP

Modified: The date and time that the list item was last modified.

Created By: The user who created the list item.

Modified By: The user who last modified the list item.
